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EICAS LAB  installation guide  

 
The aim of this document is to guide the user through the EICASLAB installation 
process.  
The guide refers to Demo and Suite versions for  both Linux and Windows operative 
systems. 
 

 

Prerequisite  

For Windows  

To run EICASLAB on Windows please verify to have already installed in your system the 
Cygwin software and related  packages required by EICASLAB. 
All the instruction are available in the òCygwin Setup Guideó downloadable from the 
EICASLAB web site. 

 

Remarks about EICASLAB version for Windows O/S  

EICASLAB has been developed and thoroughly tested under Linux O/S. 
The following remarks apply to the version running under Windows. 
 

 The EICASLAB version for Windows is currently under beta test. 
EICASLAB has been recently made available also for Windows O/S and is 
currently in beta test. However, the Windows version downloadable from 
the web-site includes all the functionalities available in the Linux version 
and can be considered sufficiently stable.  

 

 Simulation in Linux is faster than in Windows. 
The EICASLAB version for Windows is not a native Windows application. 
It requires the installation of CYGWIN in your Windows O/S. CYGWIN 
is a Linux-like environment for Windows. It consists of two parts:  
o a DLL (cygwin1.dll) which acts as a Linux API emulation layer 

providing substantial Linux API functionality.  
o A collection of tools which provide Linux look and feel. 

 
     As a result, simulation in Linux is faster than in Windows 

 
 

For Linux  

For using EICASLAB in Linux, please verify that the following software  packages are installed 
in your system: 
 

 ImageMagic  gdb 

 bash or tcsh  gcc 

 ddd  make

Inst allation  

 

1 ð Download  

 
In order to start the installation process you have to download the program archive and 
extract it in a temporary folder.  

 

Program archive Linux Version Windows Version 

Suite commercial version EICASLAB1.0.tar.gz EICASLAB1.0.zip 

DEMO version EICASLABDEMO1.0.tar.gz EICASLABDEMO1.0.zip 

 
To extract the program archive, use the extract utilities available in your system or, from 
a terminal, type the command: 

 tar ïzxvf filename.tar.gz  for gzip files 

 unzip filename.zip    for zip files 
 
 

2 ð Start EICASLAB Installer   

 
The extraction create a directory (folder) called EICASLAB1.0 containing the Install  file.  
 

 Linux Version Windows Version 

Install fil e ./EICASLAB1.0/Install \ EICASLAB1.0\ Install.exe   

 
In order to start the EICASLAB Installer, double click on: 
 

 \ EICASLAB1.0 \ Install.exe      for the Windows Version. 

 ./EICASLAB1.0/Install         for the Linux Version 
 

EICASLAB Installer is the program able to install EICASLAB software suite on your computer, 
when it starts a welcome window (like the image below) appears. 

 

 

You can go on with the installation by using the Next button.

3 ð License  agreement  

Before configuring your EICASLAB installation you have to read and accept all the terms of the 
EICASLAB license. Enable the I Accept toggle button to go to the next step. 

 

 

 

4 ð  Path Selec tion  

The next step regards the destination folder where you want to install EICASLAB. 
As a default EICASLAB Installer creates in your home directory a new folder called 
.EICASLAB  whose aim is to contain all the settings related to each EICASLAB release 
installed on your computer. 
If you maintain the default, EICASLAB 1.0 will be installed in the folder: 
 

.EICASLAB /EICASLAB 1.0  

 

 In Windows system the home folder in contained into the Cywin installation folder. 

 

 



 

 

 

5 ð Link to EICAS LAB  

EICASLAB Installer allows you to quickly define links to EICASLAB software suite. 
It is possible to create an icon on the DeskTop and a shortcut in the application menu (if 
you use linux this is for KDE sessions). 
You can define also your working directory that will be the default directory EICASLAB 

will use for opening user projects. 
 

 

 

Advanced settings about link to EICASLAB can be set by means of the window available 
using the Advanced button. 
EICASLAB Installer can create a symbolic link to EICASLAB; you have to define the name 
of the link and the folder where you want the link to be created (destination folder). 
EICASLAB Installer can help you to create an alias to your EICASLAB; you have to define 
the name of the alias and the Linux shell you want to use (csh, sh, bash, é). EICASLAB 
Installer will generate, in the directory you define, an EICASLAB.conf file containing the 
script code able to configure the alias. You have only to copy the content of such a file in 
the configuration file of your shell (.cshrc, .bashrc etcé). 
 

 



 

 

 

6 ð End of installation  

 
Once you have defined all settings, you have just to start the final installation step.

Launching EicasLab  

Once you have successfully installed EICASLAB on your computer, you will be able to launch it 
by using all the quick links1 selected during the installation process, as: 

 icons on the desktop; 

 shortcuts on the operative system application menu; 

 symbolic links; 

 alias. 
 

 
 
EICASLAB is composed by several tools devoted to special tasks. The first one you run when 
you launch EICASLAB is the MASTER tool, devoted to the management of all the phases of 
the design process.
